96inch wastewater interceptors that transport flow
the Village Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant. T
concrete pipe interceptors were installed in 1963
1977 and are critical in transporting wastewater fl
a majority of the Fort Worth service area. The Cif
ducted a visual inspection of the interceptors whig
fied corrosion problems. That qualitative, visual i
tion prompted the City to conduct a quantitative in
tion to measure and ev
and operational condition.

For this inspection a remotely operated robot wasg
lected and utilized for forensic measurements of ¢
sion by laser scanning, sedimentation measurem
sonar scans, visual inspection by closed circuit te
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and H2S gas profiling. The interceptor measurement

taken allows for the structural evaluation and life ¢
tancy determination of the interceptors. The sedi
measurements show available pipe capacity and
for cleaning activity. The H2S profiling and H2SW
